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>> 50 % - 75 % of environmental impacts of tourism are caused 

by transport: air pollutants, noise, green house gas emissions, 

land take, damage of landscape and villages (MuSTT Study of EC) 

>> Tourism travels show high peaks and concentrations of

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Mobility and transport pose major challenges 

ü 25% EU GHG caused by transport, 71% road related, +27% increase 1990-2009 

ü 96% EU dependence on fossil fuels, 84% imported, costs 210 billion û (in 2010) 

ü high burden of health risks due to air pollution and noise 

ü 30.900 killed humans in EU transport fatalities (2010) -44% since 2001 

ü big economic and social importance 6% GDP, 6% employment 

ü high environmental and health costs, as well as congestion losses 

ü 750 millions cars globally, (240 millions in EU), may triple globally by 2050 

ü 60-85% cars with only 1 person (UK), 50% of trips less than 5km (AT) 

ü EU freight transport + 80%, passenger transport +51% 2005-2050 

ü decrease of free choice of mobility, increase in car dependency
