1.1  Objectives

According to theWorld Tourism Organisation (UNWTO) and United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP),
75% of the environmental negative impacts of tourism is causethéyraffic. At the same time the public
transport is continuously losing its importance on account ofube of the own car. Therefore we can say that
one of the most serious challenges for Europe will be to manage these upcoming floods of travellers in a
sustainable way.

Reducing the negative impact of the trips and the traffic on the environment is thtesfiep in the striving for
improving the attractiveness of tourist destinations. In particular, individual travelling and air transport are
among the least enviromentally friendly means of travelling. On the other hand, the smaller impact on the
envirorment cause the railway, bus and water transport, as well as the hiking and the cycling.

The implementation of more environmentally friendly forms of transport and the development of soft mobility
offers for tourists are important measures to maintain gthienvironmental quality and thus a high quality of
vacation and life.

Identified at the time of the second meeting of the project partners Transdanube, held on 24.04.2013 in the city
of Vidin widely accepted objectives in order to implement the prinaifleustainable mobility in tourism like a
conception in the hole region of Danube, is the starting point in the development of regional strategy for
sustainable mobility in tourism. These objectives represent a set of measures to overcome the existimg gaps
the sustainable mobility system within the regions along the Danube and reflect the common vision of the
partners for the development of the sustainable mobility in tourism. These are the fatidwur objectives:

- Improving accessibility of regiomasong the Danube (along the river as well as from the river to the hinterland)
through sustainable mobility offers;

- Increasing added value from tourism for regions along the river Danube through mobility and tourism
packages;

- Raising awareness, knowlige and promotion for sustainable mobility in the Danube region;

- Stimulating the shift to environmentally friendly mobility systems.

The objectives defined, correspotal the first widely accepted objective by the partners for the common vision
for sustainable mobility in tourism, concerning to improving the accessibility of the regions along the Danube
River through offers for sustainable mobility.

In this connection,dr the territory of Vidin services, related to railway transport, extremely positive role will
provide the implementation of the project approved for funding during the 22020 programme period,
WQa2RSNYATFGA2y 2% +ARS Yy NNfipdst tdakspoit prdjegtSor the2 updoining planning
period starting in 2014 and includes both the modernization of track and building new sections and railway
stations. It is part of the Strategy for development of the transport system in the Republidgafrialby 2020.

The main priority of its implementation is the development of TrEmsopean transport network through
modernization of the railway line VidiSofia- Kulda.

The envisaged design speed of the new railway line ranges from 160 to 206, kwhich will reduce the time
needed to travel bewveen Sofia and Vidin on theurrent over 5 hours to 3 hours. Successful implementation of
the project will be extremely favourable impact on the future functioning of connections and travel between
Sofia ad Vidin.

The route of the railway track and some important features of the project can be traced in Figure 1, from which
it is clear that the indicative cost of the project amounts to approximately EUR 2.7 biliomoidernization
and/or the construction of each kilometre of railway track is estimated at around 12 million.

Bus services in Vidin region contribute to the providing of sustainable mobility offers for tourism. They have to
respond to both the environmental requirements and the requirementpassengers for quality and comfort of
travel. Together with this will be implement projects to improve the status of roads in the district.

1.2  Regional Framework conditions

The analyzedregional framework conditions concern four topics for Vidin region: transport system,
transportation and tourism information systems and relevant framework conditions, incl. organizational and
legal framework and financial issues.

These topics correspondith the four widely accepted objectives by the partners about the common

sustainable mobility vision in tourism in the regions along the Danube.

1.2.1 Transport system in Vidin region

Water transport

The only navigable river and main artery within the Vidigioa is the Danube River, which provides an
exclusive opportunity for the development of the water transport. The city of Vidin lies on the right bank of the
51 ydzoS YR KFa F2dzNJ LI2NI GSNXYAYFfayY b2 NI K/ tSAYNINSOIN.

ships. The ports location provides easy access to the passenger transport facilities within the city of Vidin: ralil,
bus and rive station. Thus, for passing in the port terminal arrivals and departures (mainly from cruise ships)
there is no need to use additional road transport to reach the other ones or the historical city centre.

Despite the exclusive potential for water transpdevelopment within the Vidin region, at this phase it remains

unrealized.

Air transport

Near Vidin in about 6 km close to the village of Inovo (Vidin Municipality), is situated a civil airport which was
built in 1973, but not function since 1999. Thigpart is under the administration of the Regional Governor of
Vidin. In our days the Regional Administration Vidin explores the possibility to renovate the airport functions
and to establish a concession due to the expressed investor interest. Thedagfadle to serve airplanes with a

maximum weight up to 5700 kg and 19 passengers on board.
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Railway transport

According to the National Statistics Institute (NSI), at the end of 2012 the length of the railway lines in Vidin

serves the local municifiies of Rujintsi, Dimovo, Makresh, Gramada and Vidin. The other six municipalities in
Vidin region: Belogradchik, Bregovo, Boynitsalg Novo Selo and Chuprene do not have direct rail access to
the regional centre Vidin and to the remaining part of twuntry.

In the section of the line VidinSofia passing through the territory of Vidin district has 13 rail station stops and
separate posts.

The required dime t
cover the 200 kilometre distance between the capital and the city of Vidin by fast train varies betviie&hn 5
hours. This is an extremely serious problem affecting the comfort of the passengers on the railway trips.

After the putting into operation of KS 5 ydzoS . NAR3IS H GbSg 9dzNRLISE
international trains traffic through Vidia Calafat to Budapest planned for 2014, it is expected a significant

increase of the passengers and tourist flow.
